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At right is my latest creation—Color Delights: Rain-
bow. It is stitched entirely with Overdyed Vineyard 
Silk - a new line of Perle Silk from Threadworx. It was 
deliciously yummy to work with and has inspired me to 
do a “mid-year” Rainbow Mystery project. Signups 
will begin in June and the project will start July 1st. 
Color Delights: Rainbow will be released June 1st - 
reserve your pattern now. Pattern $10. The threads are 
$5.25 per skein, making a Thread Kit $63.00 (12 
skeins). Reserve a complete kit for $65 (pattern, can-
vas, & threads) for only $65.00. If you’re planning or 
thinking about doing the Rainbow Mystery, you will 
use all of these threads in it and I’ll have signups based 
on whether or not you already have purchased CD: 
Rainbow. (Additional threads will be used in the Mys-
tery).

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Crescent Colors                                 
“Belle Soie”   
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This is a really fun series that I’m enjoying stitching for myself. Twelve patterns, one for each month, 
will feature a house and celebrate someone who is close to your heart. There will be individual pat-
terns for January-September, with a book coming out in the fall to include the houses for October-
December as well as two “bonus” patterns. The designs stand alone or may all be stitched on one 
piece of fabric. A placement diagram is included with the patterns if you would like to stitch them all 
on one piece of fabric. I’m stitching mine on Weeks Dye Works 20 ct Cappuccino linen with three 
strands of floss over two threads - this makes my sampler only 10 stitches per inch making it larger 
than the norm and really easy on the eyes. When it is complete I will finish it as a wallhanging.  

On each month, I’m including initials (or names), dates of family members and close friends to cele-
brate my “anniversaries of the heart”. This is a really fun project and has led me down memory lane 
as I reflect on who to “celebrate” on each pattern. It has been really fun collecting material on my an-
cestors so I can include great grandparents and great greats. I’m fortunate to have had two great 
grandmothers well into my twenties. I grew up in a military family and didn’t often get to spend time 
with extended family because we spent a lot of time overseas. So I love to hear family stories and 
discover my own history!
